2. The Court further orders that Deloitte Restructuring Inc., with offices at Halifax,
Province of Nova Scotia, be appointed as trustee of the estate of the bankrupt.

3. The Court further orders that the trustee give security in cash or by bond or
suretyship without delay, in accordance with subsection 16(1) of the Act.

4. The Court further orders that the costs of the applicant creditor be paid out of the
estate of the bankrupt on taxation of the estate.
