NOTICE TO EMPLOYEES  
 
On December 16, 2019, following the filing of an application, the Superior Court of Quebec 
(Commercial Division) (the “Court”) rendered a First Day Initial Order (the “Initial Order”) 
pursuant to the Companies’ Creditors Arrangement Act (the “CCAA”) in respect of each of 
the Debtors (collectively, “Fortress”), and Deloitte Restructuring Inc. (the “Monitor”) was 
appointed to monitor the business and financial affairs of Fortress as an officer of the Court. 
Under the Initial Order, the Court ordered a stay of any proceeding or action against 
Fortress or its property.

The Initial Order allows Fortress to pay its employees in the normal course of business under 
the CCAA procedures.
